THE REGULATION OF APRIL 22, 2004

BY THE MINISTER OF INTERNAL AFFAIRS AND ADMINISTRATION

As regards specimen of personal authorisations and service identity cards

of the inspectors employed in the Bureau of the Inspector General for Personal Data Protection.

Pursuant to Art 22a of the Act of August 29, 1997 on Personal Data Protection (Journal of Laws of 2002, No. 101, item 926, No. 153, item 1271 and of 2004, No. 25, item 219, No. 33, item 285) the following provisions have been adopted:

§ 1.
The Regulation shall determine specimen of a personal authorisation and a service identity card of an inspector employed in the Bureau of the Inspector General for Personal Data Protection, hereinafter called “the inspector”,

§ 2.

The specimen of a personal authorisation to perform inspections activities referred to in Art. 12 point 1 and 2 of the Act of August 29, 1997 on Personal Data Protection shall be determined in the Appendix 1 to the Regulation.

§ 3. 

The specimen of an inspector’s service identity card shall be determined in the Appendix 2 to the Regulation.

§ 4. 

The Regulation shall enter into force on the day the Republic of Poland becomes a member of the European Union.

· a holograph with blue letters;

The size of the service identity card:

· the service identity card is 90 mm high,

· the service identity card is 65 mm wide,

· the photograph is 35 mm high,

· the photograph is 25 mm wide;

· paper substance: 200,

· coated paper mat on both sides,

· a holograph,

· small safeguarding lines are printed in blanks left for the inscription of the name and surname as well as the personal identification number PESEL.
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
